Objective:
Proceed as usual. Pay special attention to the corrections for Special Tape #3.

	STEP 2
	Irregular Verbs: Drill


Objectives:

1. To support memorization of this list of verbs.

2. To ensure proper pronunciation and understanding of these words.
Materials needed:
The list of irregular verbs being studied this session (from Materials Lesson 8) and the test sheets.
Procedure:
1. Proceed in a round-the-table manner, each student reading a verb in turn and the teacher correcting pronunciation and translating the verb into French.
2. Be sure to proceed as such:
Usually he ______________. 
Yesterday he ____________.

Lately he has ____________.
3. Keep to the timetable.
	STEP 3
	Question Formation: using comparative and superlative adjectives


Objective:
Bring the participants to risk putting their knowledge about question formation to the test.

Continued, Lesson 10, Step 3

Materials needed:
Comparative and Superlative Adjectives

Procedure:

1. Challenge the participants to come up with questions, on the spot, using comparative and superlative adjectives. The teacher should contribute some questions now and again to stimulate the group.
2. Use the adjectives at random. It’s likely that the participants will need a few explanations regarding the basic rules for comparatives and superlatives. Keep these explanations light and partial. This is not meant to be an extensive nor exhaustive exercise, but simply exposure and a new stimulus to practice the main objective: question formation syntax. Also, do remember that the participants will likely need the teacher to translate many of these words as you proceed.

3. Once again, do keep to the timetable.

	STEP 4
	Preparing for the Question Formation Syntax Text at Lesson11


Objective:
In order to reassure the participants, let’s simulate the conditions for the question formation test scheduled at Lesson 11. This is not meant as a preview of the actual test results. It is a supportive measure.
Materials needed:

· the board

· Question Formation Syntax Rules (from Lesson 2)

· small recorders and cassettes for recording

· Which Verb? Guide

Note: The materials above may be consulted during the test at Lesson 11.

Procedure:

1. Explain how the test will be run.
a) Each participant will produce a total of 10 questions.
Part A of the test: (10 minutes only):



Ideally, 4 questions may be chosen and formulated spontaneously by each participant and communicated or spoken ORALLY. Let’s try it. At the actual test, the teacher could choose to have each participant record these. Recording will make correcting easier, a least today.
Part B of the test: (10 minutes only):

Then, 6 French questions may be written on the board by the teacher. The participants may choose any 3 to write them up in English. These same questions could be used for the actual test.

Examples:

1. Est-ce que tes collègues viennent à la réunion?

2. Est-ce que Paul aime son travail?

Continued, Lesson 10, Step4

Part B of test:

3. Paul a-t-il mangé à la cafétéria hier?

4. Est-ce que Paul travaillait quand tu es arrivé à 4 heures?

5. As-tu l’intention de partir avec Paul?

6. Irez-vous à la réunion ensemble?
Part C of the test: (10 minutes only):

The teacher will write 6 short English statements on the board and ask the participants to choose any 3. They are to turn these statements into questions, in writing.
Examples:

1. John has finished his report to his boss.

2. Susan enjoys her morning coffee.

3. Charlie bought a new truck.

4. They were working overtime again last night.

5. The technician can’t finish the job today.

6. The guys are going to drive to Quebec City next weekend.

Correcting the test: (last 15 minutes)

Keep a fast pace. This is an opportunity to sound out all the reasoning behind each question formation. Therefore, it is best to write up the answers for ALL the numbers on the board. Begin by those numbers chosen by the participants. Keep part A for last: play the recording and ask the group to decide whether each question recorded has proper syntax or not.
