	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objective:
Proceed as usual. Do inquire if all participants have produced their 10 readings.
	STEP 2
	Question Formation Test


Materials needed:

· small recorders

· extra cassettes for recording (1 per participant)
Procedure:
1. Proceed as at Lesson 10, Step 4.

2. For a strong group, the teacher may choose to use other sentences than those used at Lesson 10.

3. In order to stay within the time frame, it would be advisable to supply small recorders and tapes to record Part A of the test, individually. Thus, Part A could be done last whenever the participants have completed Parts B & C in writing.

4. Suggestion: Correct Parts B & C together in class. It’s another opportunity to improve.

	Special Tape #4


Objective:
Practice differentiating between Future Intent and Simple Future.
Materials needed:

· Which Verb? Guide (from Lesson 10, Step 4)

· Scenario for Special Tape #4

· small recorders

· extra tapes

· You said/you should say x2
Continued, Lesson 10, Step 3

Procedure:

1. Use the first 15 minutes to prepare to record the scenario. The teacher goes about coaching and correcting.
2. Go off to record.

Important: Do include a scenario + a copy of ‘Which Verb? Guide in the corrector’s envelope. Remind the corrector that at Inter I, the learners are not yet capable of applying the entire range of tenses.
	STEP 4
	Irregular Verbs/Aural Perception 


Materials needed:


· Aural Perception Record Book

· Irregular Verbs CD

· large CD player
Procedure:

1. Begin with the aural perception. Choose one section of the list. Play it one verb at a time pausing after each to allow the participants to write the verb. The teacher may choose to play it again a second time, one shot.
2. Use the rest of this time slot to pursue practicing irregular verbs in a round-about-table manner, the teacher correcting pronunciation and clearing up the meaning whenever it’s necessary.
3. Ask the participants to hand in their Aural Perception Record Book (for the EOS Reports).
