	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objective:
Proceed as usual for signatures. Hand back the corrections for Reading #10 and for Special Tape #4. Some time has been allotted at Step 3 to listen to these corrections in class, so as to be sure to complete the work.
	STEP 2
	Vocabulary Tests 


Materials needed:

· blank test copies of Body Parts
· a recorder & cassette to record the test
Procedure:
1. The teacher will clearly determine how much time is available for testing, depending on whether either or both personalized sentences and body parts are to be tested; the test should be oral. Proceed in a round-the-table manner quizzing each in turn.
2. Keep score allotting .5 for partially or reasonably-good without 
being-perfect syntax. 

It’s a good idea to record the test as it unfolds.

	STEP 3
	Listening to tape corrections


Objective:
It is very important to ensure that these corrections are listened to and practiced. Therefore, it’s best to do so in class.
Materials needed:

· small recorders

Procedure:
Send the participants off to listen to their corrector’s comments for both Reading #10 and for Special Tape #4.

Do indicate a specific time for the participants to return to class (for the irregular verb test).
	STEP 4
	Irregular Verbs Test


Objective:
Choose 20 verbs. Either do the test in writing, especially for larger groups, or orally on tape whenever possible. It is spoken English we are mostly aiming at.
Materials needed:


· irregular verb test sheets
· small recorders + extra tapes for oral test
· You said/you should say
Procedure:
Determine 20 verbs for each participant. These may vary. Send them off

to record with the test sheets in hand only.


To the teacher: these could be sent out for corrections.
