	Vocabulary test


Objective:
Measuring your progress implies taking inventory of what you know and what 

you still need to develop. Learning a language does take time; it also requires 

memorization, focus, regular practice and integration.
Materials needed:

clean copies of:

· Useful Verbs

· Taking Care of Personal Business

· Application Forms

· Dictation: Difficult Words to Recognize and Pronounce

· Borrowing and Lending

· Forms of Money

Procedure:
The teacher may choose to divide the test into 3 parts:
1- Definitions

2- Integration of words into sentences.

3- ‘Useful Verbs’ used according to ‘The English Way of Thinking’.


The test is oral and may be done within the larger group in a round table 
fashion.

	STEP 2
	Irregular Verbs test


Objective:
· How many have you retained: (this means ‘up till now’)
· Irregular Verbs must eventually be mastered
Materials needed:

· clean sheets of Irregular Verbs, Parts A and B
Procedure:
1. The teacher may choose to manage the test in pairs as such:
· Participants pair up and one proceeds to ask the pre-selected Irregular Verbs to the other. A highlighter pen is used to mark the verbs that contained errors. The total is on 20. One point requires a perfect answer in 3rd person singular. 


     Use the flag words: usually, yesterday, lately.


      A recorder should be used to witness; the final work is given to the teacher 
      when an agreement has been reached.
