	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives:
Let’s set the standards for the session in regards to:
1- signing the attendance sheets

2- signing in homework

3- reading the homework box
Materials needed:

· attendance sheets
· homework sheets

Procedure:


1. The teacher greets and guides the participants in regards to signing the appropriate sheets and handing in homework properly.
2. Read the Homework Box, in view of Lesson 3, together in class.

	STEP 2
	Show and Tell


Objective:
Use an object of interest to encourage participants to speak English.  

Materials needed:
Each participant is asked to bring an object of interest to class each week. The teacher may choose to do so as well, or not. 
Continued, Lesson 2, Step 2

Procedure:

1. The participants are invited to present the objects they have brought to class. The teacher and the other participants will encourage the speaker by asking questions related to the object brought in. The teacher may need to support those who ‘forget’ to bring something in : present clothing for example or any objects in the room. This does enhance vocabulary.
2. The time allotted may be adjusted in accordance to the size of the group. Ideally, a minimum of 5 minutes per participant is required. The participants may be encouraged to speak longer if time allows for it; however, if interest lags do not hesitate to move on without being reproachful.

Suggestion for Show and Tell: The teacher may want to keep a box of interesting items in class or provide a ‘clothes line’ with garments.

3. Whenever time is left over, have the participants tell stories: these could be jokes, occurrences, personal predicaments. When subjects run short, have fun relating a well-known children’s tale (like Little Red Riding Hood), each a sentence in turn. Keep it light and fun!

	STEP 3
	Vocabulary Study, Part A


Objectives:
This will help to meet individual vocabulary needs, whether the participants are blue collar or white collar workers.



This part of the test may be personalized, taking into account only the 



vocabulary produced by the participant during Vocabulary Study, Part A.

However, should the participants be all blue-collar or all white-collar workers, it’s best to test all the material studied during the session. The teacher should decide now and inform the participants.

Materials needed:
Every week, each participant will decide upon a work-related question or statement to be translated in class. These will then be compiled and typed up weekly by a collaborator and re-distributed in class at the following lesson.
Procedure:

1. The teacher uses the board to write the French questions and statements.
2. Then the class attempts to contribute to translating these.
3. The teacher should remember to record these on tape or on paper to have them typed up. The participants need not waste precious class time copying these since they will receive a copy at the following lesson for study purposes.
Continued, Lesson 2, Step 3

4. How to study this vocabulary in view of the test at Lesson 12.
a) A short drill period will be provided regularly in class.
b) Once they have a typed-up copy, the participants will be encouraged to study the sentences at home.
c) The drill period will always include a complete review of all the sentences registered since the beginning of the session.
d) The teacher must ensure a sustained pace during these drills. Anyone that is too laid back should be stimulated respectfully.
	STEP 4
	Vocabulary Study, Part B/Optional


Objectives:
For groups which have worked with Vocabulary Part A in previous sessions and who may benefit less from pushing a total of 10 sentences per lesson of personalized vocabulary: raise the challenge with the study of body parts and some common illnesses and ailments.


Materials needed:
Body Parts: numbers 1 to 36 (Answer Key)

Procedure: 

1. Have the participants echo the pronunciation of the first 10 numbers. Repeat the exercise individually to set proper pronunciation of these words.
2. Remind the participants that outside the province of Quebec, they would likely need to express themselves in English in face of an emergency or at a hospital emergency room.

3. Homework: Practice these 10 words. Know them for Lesson 2.

	STEP 5
	Question Formation: Syntax regarding single multiple-word verbs


Objective:

1. The main objective is to help establish proper syntax for question formation.
2. For newcomers to the DL Method and to the concepts behind the ‘English way of thinking’: it’s an opportunity to hear the teacher state the pictures or images related to the verb tenses used in the exercise.

3. For those who have been exposed to the DL Method and to the concepts, behind the ‘English way of thinking’ during (a) previous session(s): it’s an opportunity to rediscover the pictures and images related to the verb tenses in the exercise.

Materials needed:
Question Formation RULES for Establishing Proper Syntax

Continued, Lesson 2, Step 5

Procedure:

1. Use the question formation rules provided in the materials as a basis for this initiation. DON”T read them in class. Instead, use the 15 minutes allotted time to introduce the rules. Translate some French questions that will easily illustrate the English rules.

2. For example: On the board write:

· Est-ce que tu veux du café?

· Veux-tu du café?

a) Ask the class to translate the verb ‘veux’. They know it to be  ‘want; a single-word verb. Then, write the English question from on the board demonstrating the rule.

· Do you want some coffee?
b) Continue with:

· Est-ce qu’il veut du café?

· Veut-il du café?

· Does he want some coffee?

c) For Simple Past, do NOT pursue with the French. Use an English sentence, such as:

He wanted some coffee.

Q: Did he want some coffee?

d) By now it’s likely that time will be up. If not, use the following sentences to demonstrate the multiple-work verb rule. 
i) He was working late. 
ii) She has been working overtime this week.
	STEP 6
	Aural Perception


Objective:
Listen to Chapters 2 and 3, pages 12 to 16 of the novel.

The purpose is to reassure the participants regarding their ability to sit through the entire listening exercises. To raise the challenge, a short exercise with blanks will be provided: the blanks involve the first part of the text. This way, they will need to hear it more than once; thus, they will develop some comfort with the narrator’s voice as they sharpen their perception of specific words.

Materials needed:

· large CD player

· CD of the novel

· The participants should always have their scripts and Aural Perception Record Books with them in class.

· Text with blanks for pages 12 to 16: will be handed out in class. (All these blanks make up this session’s Aural Perception Record Book.)
Procedure:

1. The participants should have their script in hand.

2. Begin by listening to the first few pages (pages 12 & 13) that have been chosen for the fill-in-the-blanks aural-perception exercise.

3. Then, stop the CD, hand out the Aural Perception Record Books for the a-p exercise and ask the participants to set aside their scripts. Start up the CD once again and attempt to fill in the blanks.

Continued, Lesson 2, Step 6

4. It’s likely that the teacher will have to play certain segments over and over again. However, do limit the entire exercise to 20 minutes because aural perception exercises can certainly be irritating for learners. Have the participants check their answers against the script.

5. Do pursue listening to the story (pages 14, 15 and 16) with the script in hand.
