	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives:
Continue to instill the standards for this session.
Procedure:


1. Sign the attendance sheets.

2. Sign in your homework.

3. Remind the participants that the corrector is addressing them personally on tape.

4. Read the homework box together in class, in view of Lesson 5.

	STEP 2
	Show and Tell


Objective:


· Encourage the participants to speak English.

· Build vocabulary.
Materials/Procedures:

· See Lesson 1. 
· Establish a routine and proceed.

	STEP 3
	Special Tape #1


Objectives:

1. Speaking English certainly can raise one’s stress level at the learning stage, especially over the phone. Similarly, having to deal with a recording apparatus does raise the stress level for most learners. Learning to deal with stress and to accept discomfort is essential to progress with a new language.

2. Raise awareness about the proper use of the Present Perfects, Simple Present and Present Continuous.

Materials needed:

· small recorders
· extra cassettes for recording

· Scenario for Special Tape #1

Procedure:

1. Today’s show-and-tell exercise will provide the topic for each participant’s recording.

2. The verb tenses to be applied are the Present Perfects, Simple Present and Present Continuous.

3. The participants are to READ the entire scenario as they record, along with filling in the blanks with their personal input.

Important: Remember to include this lesson plan along with a blank scenario in the corrector’s envelope.
	STEP 4
	Vocabulary Study, Part A


Objectives:
Meet individual needs in regards to vocabulary.

Materials needed:


1. Each participant provides one or more questions or statements in French that could be useful to them translated. The teacher writes them all on the board.

2. Vocabulary Study hand-outs from Lesson 3.

Procedure:

1. The group attempts to contribute to translating these sentences.

2. The teacher makes a note to copy these translations (both the French & the English or to record them on tape after class, to have them typed up for the next lesson).

3. Vocabulary Drill: hand out the sentences produced at Lesson 3 and have the participants drill them in groups of 2 or 3. The drill should include all the sentences produced and translated so far this session.

	STEP 5
	Question Formation: Syntax Exercise


Objective:
Continue to expose the participants to the elements ruling syntax in question formation.
Materials needed:
Question Formation RULES for Establishing Proper Syntax sheets



(from Lesson 2)

Procedure:
Continue working where you had left off at Lesson 3. Keep to the 15 minutes of the allotted time. It’s likely you will be finishing the exercise today.
	STEP 6
	Aural Perception


Objective:


1. Support the participant’s efforts to listen to the CD before recoding the next reading.

2. Reassure the participant that it is possible to sit through this exercise in its entirety.

3. Sharpen aural perception by attempting to fill in the blanks.
Materials needed:

· large CD player

· CD of the novel

· The participants should always have their scripts and Aural Perception Record Books with them in class.

· Text with blanks for pages 17 to 18: will be found in the Aural Perception Record Book.)
Procedure:

1. The participants should have their script in hand.

2. Begin by listening to the first few pages (pages 25, 26, 27) that have been chosen for the fill-in-the-blanks aural-perception exercise.

3. Then, stop the CD, hand out the Aural Perception Record Books for the a-p exercise and ask the participants to set aside their scripts. Start up the CD once again and attempt to fill in the blanks.

4. It’s likely that the teacher will have to play certain segments over and over again. However, do limit the entire exercise to 20 minutes because aural perception exercises can certainly be irritating for learners. Have the participants check their answers against the script.

5. Do pursue listening to the story (pages 25 to 30) with the script in hand.




Homework in view of Lesson 5:





First, listen to your corrector’s comments on your tape for your Reading #2. Repeat aloud (à haute voix) with the corrector to practice pronunciation.


Listen to your CD, BEFORE recording your next reading. (pages 25 to 30)


Prepare to record Reading #4; record pages 25 to 30 (Chapter 6). Remember to make photocopies of the text you recorded. Also prepare your control sheet. Please do this BEFORE class starts.


Study:


All your sentences translated during Vocabulary Study in class.
