	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objective:
Tell the class how you are adapting regarding homework. Use complete sentences to express yourself.
Procedure:
Proceed in turn in accordance with the objective. Keep to the timetable.
	STEP 2
	The Technical Accent Sheet / Film I


Objectives:

1. If you can hear the problem, you will probably be able to fix it in your own speech.

2. What is your corrector listening for?

Materials needed:

· The Technical Accent Sheet (from Lesson 4)
· Film: Film I
· The film script (from Lesson 3)

· TV/DVD
Procedure:
1. Begin where you left off.
2. Or, take up the film at: “Mr. Eaton answered my mother’s letter promptly.”

3. Participants will attempt to identify the problem areas according to the Technical Accent Sheet.

continued, Lesson 5, Step 2

Note to the teacher: 

1. Remind participants about the differences between a cultural & a technical accent.

2. The participants will be in a position to compare their own technical accent to that of the narrator. For reading #5, due at Lesson 6, they are to record page 2 of Film I.

3. This is the last opportunity to work with this film in class. Keep to the timetable. Some groups will be able to complete the exercise, others not. The important thing is that all participants come away with a sense of what they need to accomplish in regards to their own technical accent.
	STEP 3
	Comparing Simple Past/Past Continuous/Present Perfect


Objective:
· Let’s continue learning about ‘The English Way of Speaking’.

· What’s the picture?

Materials needed:
The board and the time line
Procedure:
1. Speaking of ‘The English Way of Thinking’, go over the pictures/images evoked by Simple Past, Past Continuous and Present Continuous.

Simple Past: evokes facts or details that are over


Past Continuous: evokes simultaneousness; that is, simultaneous situations (These 


      are not necessarily simultaneous actions.)


Present Perfect: evokes an ongoing situation




  This ongoing situation can evoke one of two pictures which are:

1. When Present Perfect is used alone in a sentence: the picture evokes a situation that began in the past and is still true now.

      Examples:

· It has snowed all day. (Present Perfect)

· I have been ill. (Present Perfect)

· We have been having a busy week. (Present Perfect Continuous)

· They have been working on the ABC project. (Present Perfect Continuous)
· The service has been poor.

2. When Present Perfect is accompanied by another verb tense in the same sentence: the picture evokes a situation that occurred in the past and still has impact or consequence in the present.



        Examples:

· It has snowed and now my car is stuck.

· I have been ill and now I must work overtime.

· We have been having a busy week and I am stressed out.

· They have been working on the ABC project and they are almost ready to make the initial presentation.

3. Present Perfect and Present Perfect Continuous evoke the same picture. Present Perfect Continuous has an added impression of movement; however, that does not change the picture evoked as such. It is mostly a question of personal style and comfort. Speakers of English use both Present Perfect and Present Perfect Continuous in accordance with personal perception of a situation, mood and comfort. Still, we all tend to use one form more than the other depending on our personality. For example, introverts tend to choose Present Perfect more often than Present Perfect Continuous in their expression of events. Extraverts tend to choose Present Perfect Continuous more often because the movement implied resonates well with their own need for activity.
      COMPARE: I’ve worked overtime this week.



     I’ve been working overtime this week.

                           Comment: Come pay day, one has not necessarily 

      worked more than the other despite the added 

                            impression of movement and activity.
       As you develop comfort with these verb tenses, you will

       tend to use one more than the other. However, you will feel the  

       need to vary occasionally. Of course, you must be capable of 

       properly interpreting both.
4. Present Perfect is sometimes used as a tool for a) personnel selection and b) in sales.

a) For personnel selection, recruiters find clues to personality by listening for ‘ing’ in a candidate’s speech. If, for example they are looking for an introvert to balance a team predominantly of extraverts or vice versa, they will pay attention to the candidate’s spontaneous preference and choices. Of course, most candidates are completely unaware of this.

b) In the sales field, the use of ‘ing’ can be a good clue about your client’s needs. For example: A sales rep. for a marketing firm may gain insight regarding a new client by listening to that person’s use or lack of use of ‘ing’. A client, who uses few ‘ings’ may prefer a marketing program that is low profile, with soft colors, few words and soft music. Another client, who uses many ‘ings’ may prefer a higher profile marketing program with bright colors, louder music and more words.

	STEP 4
	Oral Practice: What’s the picture?


Objectives:
1. Tune into “The English Way of Thinking” and begin to interpret properly according to the ‘picture’ evoked by the verb tense. English is a picture language, so in order to interpret properly, one needs to ask: ‘What’s the picture here?’
2. Choose the right verb tense according to the picture that will best work for you to communicate your message.

Materials needed:

· Useful  Verbs (From the Canadian Oxford Picture Dictionary, p.60)
· The Verb Tense Chart Answer Key

· The Visual Verb Tense Chart

Procedure:
1. We will be working with the following verb tenses: Simple Present, Present Continuous, Present Perfect Continuous. Identify them on the Verb Tense Chart. Use the chart as a guide during oral practice.

Exercise, Part A: What’s the picture?

· Time allotted: 10 minutes

· Working with the larger group, the teacher will ‘pitch’ a sentence at the group, and then name a ‘catcher’. The catcher will attempt to ‘catch’ the ‘picture’ by answering the question: What’s the picture?



     Example: Teacher: I’ve been sick.




          Susan/Catcher: ongoing situation or situation that began in the 


          past and is still true now.

Exercise, Part B: Choose the verb tense.

· Time allotted: 10 minutes

· Use ‘Useful Verbs’ to compose short sentences, orally in accordance with the ‘picture’ evoked by the teacher. The teacher names a ‘Pitcher’ who composes a sentence that illustrates the picture.


     Example: Teacher: short-term situation




           Richard/Pitcher: Richard is tearing the sheet of paper.
