	STEP 5
	Question Formation: Negative Questions Exercise 1


Objective:
Continue to expose the participants to question formation rules.
Materials needed:

· Contractions (from Materials Lesson 5)

· Negative Question Formation Exercise (from Materials Lesson 5)

Procedure:
Attempt to complete the exercise together. 20 minutes has been allotted to do so. If not, ask the participants to complete the exercise at home. Should this be the case, the teacher should produce an answer key for Lesson 7.
