	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives:

1. Let’s compare your technical accent to the narrator’s.

2. Special Tape #1: Let’s see how you faired.

Materials needed: 
Find the film script from Film I on which you marked the




narrator’s technical accent. (Lessons 3, 4, 5)

Procedure:

1. 05 minutes to compare your technical accent to that of the narrator’s. What can you do to improve rapidly?
· Why should you work so hard to reduce or eliminate your technical accent?

2. 15 minutes to observe

a) How a ‘special tape’ is corrected;

b) Did you follow the instructions for the scenario?

c) What to do with the corrections:

i) Listen to the corrector’s general comments; they are recorded on your tape after your reading. Just press ‘Play’.

ii) Rewind your cassette at the beginning of your recording and 
     listen to yourself. At the same time, follow the corrections on the 
    control sheet.

iii) Decide what you can do differently to improve.
	STEP 2
	Pronouncing ‘ed’ sounds


Objective:
Learn how to pronounce the 3 types of ‘ed’ sounds to create proper



automatisms.

Materials needed:

· 1 ‘ED’ CD per participant
· ‘ED’ exercise sheets

· large CD player

Procedure:
1. Explain and demonstrate the different ‘ed’ pronunciations:
a) silent ‘e’ pronounce ‘d’


Examples: rubbed, called, compared


To facilitate pronunciation of a) encourage participants to add the French

      sound ‘e’ after the ‘d’ sound: rebde; kâlde; kompèrde
b) ‘t’ sound


Examples: talked, liked


To facilitate pronunciation of b), encourage participants to add the French  
sound ‘e’ after the ‘t’ sound: tâkte; l-ail-kte
Note to the teacher: Of course, adding the French ‘e’ sound may cause overemphasis of the ‘ed’ sound; but this will soon settle. The sound will round itself off.

c) full ‘ed’ sound

· pronounced ‘id’ or èd’ (Once again, overemphasis will rapidly settle without requiring further attention.)

	STEP 3
	Vocabulary


Objective:
To speak we need words. You have years of vocabulary building ahead of 



you. Let’s begin.
Materials needed:
· text: Taking Care of Personal Business (x2)
· regular dictionaries (1 per 2 students)

continued, Lesson 6, Step 3
Procedure:
1. This vocabulary is general business and human resource terminology.

2. Some words are already defined; as for the others, ask participants to define the words they already know. The objective is to find English words to define those in bold and to avoid relying on French. The teacher will decide when the French translation is recommendable; otherwise, this is to be avoided.

3. Look up the words you don’t know; use the dictionaries. The teacher may choose to distribute the work to save time.

4. Pair up to fill in the blanks.

5. Come together to share the results. Read the text, each in turn.

6. For homework, study the words and practice inserting them into the blanks using the clean exercise sheet. Next week at Lesson 7, you will need to read the entire text, one shot, inserting the words into the appropriate blanks.

2. The teacher will pronounce verbs ending with ‘ed’ while you write a check mark in the correct column according to the sound you detect. At the end of the exercise, you will count the number of check marks (() in the columns according to the sound you have detected. 

To the teacher: The ‘ED’ Answer key / ‘ED’ exercise sheet provides enough verbs to repeat the exercise 4 times, should you have time to do so. Have participants check their results only when time is up; or, give them the total count for each column, verbally after each exercise. Otherwise, they will see the totals for the following exercise on the Answer key which, of course, would defeat the purpose. The teacher will mix the order in which they read the words so as to vary the ‘ed’ sounds. The participants should feel challenged. Thus, the teacher should establish and maintain a reasonably rapid pace when saying the words. Each word is to be pronounced once only.

	Special Tape #2


Objective: 
Prepare for Special Tape#2

Time has been planned for recording at Lesson 7.
Materials needed:

· Scenario #2

· Verb Tense Chart (from Lesson 5)
Procedure:
1. Follow the instructions from Scenario #2 to prepare for your recording of Special Tape #2.
2. Write your sentences. The teacher will go around the class coaching and correcting. Use your Verb Tense Chart.

3. For homework, practice your scenario and be ready to record at Lesson 7. We encourage you to memorize it if you want to. At Lesson 7, you will not be allowed to read your text. We want you to talk to us, not to read. However, you may bring some bullet points for support. Use the time line to establish your bullet points.

continued, Lesson 6, Step 5

Note to the teacher:

1. The teacher may be inclined to coach individual participants regarding Past Continuous and the notion of long/short action; or, a quick explanation may be given to the larger group.

2. Also, to ensure that participants move along and don’t get discouraged. Some teachers may prefer to guide the class along, sentence by sentence, taking care to use up no more than 5 minutes per sentence, (total 5 sentences). Even the weaker groups, can do this exercise when it is done within the larger group.
3. Notice that the examples make up 3 stories. Each participant will be composing a 4th one in line with the scenario.

4. Slow groups may be invited to finish at home. The teacher could check their stories at Lesson 7, before recording.
