	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objective and Procedure:
Maintain the standards in regards to:

	Show and Tell


Objective:
Remember that this time is for TALKING.
Procedure:
Proceed as usual. See Lesson 2, Step 2. Use up the entire 30 minutes as 

suggested in the lesson plan.
	STEP 3
	Special Tape #2


Objective:

1. Tell a story that is over or tell about a time when you or someone else was sick. Use only past tenses.
2. Also, for those groups working with vocabulary regarding body parts, this is an opportunity to integrate some of this vocabulary.
Materials:

· Choose one of two scenarios, according to the group.

· Small recorders

· Extra cassettes for recording

· You said/You should say x2
Continued, Lesson 7, Step 3

Procedure:

Part A- 
With the larger group, take 15 minutes (ONLY) to review or introduce the pictures related to the following verb tenses. Present this as part of the ‘English way of thinking’.

· Past Perfect: signals that a story is about to be told. It’s often the 1st action of the sequence of events. Anglophones react to hearing the auxiliary ‘had’ and immediately know that they are expected to listen, which will show in their body language. Over the phone, they will voice their alertness. (Oh; really?; Uh-uh; tell me about it).

· Simple Past: evokes facts and details in the anglophone mind. Use it as many times as you wish. Simple Past is also the best verb tense to END a story because it gives it a ‘finished’ feeling.

· Past Continuous: We use Past Continuous when we have actions or/and situations (like a time or a day or a date) that happened at the same time in the past.
Examples:

i) My father was painting the steps when I arrived at his home  


    1st situation                            2nd simultaneous situation

last Sunday.

 3rd simultaneous situation

ii) Did Tom work overtime last night?

                                             1st situation     2nd simultaneous situation
Part B- 


· Individually now, use the next 15 minutes to prepare the Special Tape to be recorded today.

· Choose either of the two scenarios supplied in the materials section of this lesson. For those groups who are working with ‘Body Parts’ for Vocabulary Study, choose the scenario that asks for ‘Body Parts’ vocabulary.

· Clear up the difference in meaning for ‘say’ (dire) and ‘tell’ (raconter).

· The teacher will go about the class coaching and correcting.

Part C-

Go off to a quiet place, for 15 minutes ONLY, to record this Special Tape.


	STEP 4
	Where are we at?


Objectives:

1. Each participant should leave today’s class with a snap-shot of his/her progression so far this session.

2. Also, the participants need to be told what is required from them and what to expect for the rest of the session.

Materials needed:
Mid-term reading reports
Procedure:
Cover the following themes with the participants:
1. Are you speaking more English now than at the beginning of the session?

2. How well are you doing with memorizing the personalized sentences from Vocabulary Study, Part A?

3. And what about Body Parts: do you know them well enough to use these words when you talk? (Today’s Special Tape preparation was a good test.)

4. Question Formation: Is your syntax (the order of words) improving when you ask questions in class? (during Show and Tell for example).

5. What is yet to come during the session?

a) More work regarding Question Formation, personal pronouns, adjectives and comparative versus superlative adjectives.

b) Irregular Verbs: Part A or B (depending on the group).

Encourage the participants to begin listening to their CD if they have not yet begun. The list of verbs can be found at Lesson 8.


Important: The teacher needs to remember to include this lesson plan and a copy of the appropriate scenario in the corrector’s envelope.








Homework in view of Lesson 8
