	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Procedure:
Proceed as usual. Do remember to pay attention to the Special Tape corrections.
	STEP 2
	Show and Tell


Objective:
Proceed as usual. Hopefully, the participants are still demonstrating interest 

here. If so, inform the participants that the final Show and Tell period will take place at Lesson 9. If not, inform the participants that this was the final period for Show and Tell and plan a catch-up class for Lesson 9.
	STEP 3
	Vocabulary Study, Part A


Procedure:
Proceed as usual. See the lesson plan at Lesson 2, Step 3 for details. Inform the participants that the final exercise of this type has been planned for Lesson 9.
	STEP 4
	Vocabulary Study, Illnesses and Ailments


Objective:
As a follow-up to Special Tape #2 and to Body Parts, we will learn how to name a few illnesses and ailments associated to the body parts studied this session.
Materials needed:

· Illnesses and Ailments
· Body Parts, Answer Key (from Lesson 2)
Continued, Lesson 8, Step 4

Procedure:
With the larger group, see if you can associate the body parts with the illnesses and ailments on this list. Do half the exercise today; the other half will get done at Lesson 9.
	STEP 5
	Question Formation: Personal Pronouns and Possessive Adjectives


Objective:
Continue to expose the participants to question formation. Further develop their ability to ask questions clearly.
Materials needed:
Personal Pronouns and Possessive Adjective Chart

Procedure:

1. (10 minutes) Begin by going over the personal subject pronouns and possessive adjectives. The fastest way to illustrate possessive adjectives effectively is to pass around an object, demonstrating the possession. Have a few/all participants imitate and repeat: It’s my/your/his/her/etc book…

2. (10 minutes) repeat the same hands-on exercise for possessive pronouns and object pronouns.

3. Keep the last 10 minutes to produce questions in pairs for each group of examples on the chart. Divide the work up. Come together in the larger group to present the questions orally.
	STEP 6
	Irregular Verbs/Aural Perception


Objective:
We are able to pronounce words correctly when we are able to hear the sounds clearly. Visualizing those sounds also supports proper pronunciation.

Materials needed:


· a blank sheet of paper in the Aural Perception Record Book

· Irregular Verb list being studied with this session (Part A or B)

· Irregular Verbs CD

· larger CD player

Procedure:

1. The teacher should divide the list of irregular verbs into 3 parts. For today’s aural perception exercise, we will make use of the first segment of irregular verbs only. The other parts will be used for aural perception at Lessons 9 and 11.

2. Play the CD, one verb at a time; press on pause after each one to give the participants a chance to write the verb on paper. Don’t play it again before completing the list of verbs selected for today’s exercise.

3. Repeat the exercise a second time, only if there is time.

Continued, Lesson 8, Step 6

4. Have the participants check their work against the official list.

5. Those with poor results 

a) have clearly not been listening to their irregular verb CD so far.

b) need to be encouraged to use their CD at home.
