	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives:

1. It is important to create proper automatisms regarding ‘ed’ sounds 

a) so as to avoid or correct fossilization
b) in order to stop confusing Anglophones regarding the long-term picture (Simple Present) and past facts and details, (Simple Past) when the ‘ed’ is dropped by mistake.

2. Also, ‘Special Tape’ corrections are very important. Participants need to be reminded what they need to do with these corrections.

Procedure:

1. The teacher will need to look over individual results with this first recording of ‘ed’ sounds. Perhaps some coaching would be recommendable for a few individuals. If so, make appointments: group coaching is cost efficient and sometimes coaching can be done over the phone.

2. Secondly, recall what needs to be done with ‘Special Tape’ corrections.

a) Listen to the corrector’s general comments; they are already set to play on the cassette.

b) Rewind to the beginning of the ‘Special Tape’ and listen to yourself, all the while following the corrections on the control sheets.

c) Practice the adjustments by repeating aloud after the corrector.

d) Ask your teacher, if there is something you don’t understand; or, ask your corrector to explain it further.
	STEP 2
	Aural Perception: Chapter 8


Objective:
Can you hear possessive ‘s’?
Materials needed:

· large CD player

· teacher’s CD: Book II/The Book III
· Participants will need their hard copies.

Procedure:

1. For Chapter 8, Book II
a) do a written aural perception exercise with the 1st paragraph, by playing it over and over again while the participants write. Challenge them to find the possessive ‘s’. Have them check their work in the usual way.

Only if there is enough time

b) Then, listen to the rest of Chapter 8 without following with the text. Challenge them to count the total number of possessive ‘s’s they hear.

3. For Chapter 8, The Book III
a) do a written aural perception exercise with the following paragraph which contains possessive ‘s’. This challenge should be drawn to the class’s attention. Have them check their work in the usual way.

p. 57, “This, of course, was when Remy saw… did not move”.
	STEP 3
	Vocabulary: continue Application Forms


Objectives:

1. Continue the work that was begun at Lesson 7, Step 3.

2. Set the standards for study in view of the test at Lesson 12.
Materials needed:
· clean copy of ‘Application Forms’ for review

· dictionaries
Procedure:
1. Review the first part of Application Forms within the larger group using the clean copies. An Answer key has been made available for the teacher. Be clear about what will be expected of them for the oral test at Lesson 12.
2. Complete the work with Application Forms.

	STEP 4
	The English Way of Thinking: Past Perfect


Objective:
It is difficult and unrecommendable to compare English and French verb 


tenses. French verb tenses aim at detail; their composition and application are 

very precise. English verb tenses are more global in composition and 


application. They aim at projecting or evoking a picture/image. They do so by 

signaling a global message somewhat like a flag does. (For example, a white 

flag signals a global message of surrender; a white flag with a red cross 


signals a neutral organization bringing relief; a skull on a flag could signal 

death, danger, piracy, etc.) English verb tenses work like flags do. The 


pictures they evoke are supported by ‘link’ words, also called ‘flag’ words.
Materials needed:

· the Time Line (1 page)
· the board

Procedure:
1. Read the objective with the larger group.
2. Next, use ‘The Time Line’ to go over the verb tenses encountered so far, along with supporting time words (and more). Concentrate only on those verb tenses studied so far + Past Perfect.

3. Focus on the picture/image evoked by Past Perfect. Give examples.

	STEP 5
	Oral Practice: Telling Stories


Objectives:
1. Let’s learn to tell* about past events by applying ‘The English Way of Thinking’.
2. In ‘The English Way of Thinking’ there are various ways to tell about past events. At this time in the learning process, let’s concentrate on one sure way of doing it right: from left to right on the time line.
Materials needed:

· The Verb Tense Chart (from Lesson 5)
· The Time Line (from Step 4)
Procedure:
Let’s tell stories:
a) as a group, in a round table manner. One person begins using Past Perfect; the next person pursues the story with Simple Past and/or Past Continuous according to the picture you want to evoke.

b) Volunteers may attempt to tell short anecdotes, individually.

* ‘tell’ versus ‘say’: 
· We tend to use ‘tell’ when what we have to say will take longer to say.
· We tend to use ‘say’ when what we want to say is short to say.
