	STEP 5
	Special Tape #3


Objective:
Recording special tapes can be stressful for most people. Learning to accept speaking English despite the discomfort is an essential part of the process.
Materials needed:

· small recorder

· extra cassettes

Procedure:
Use up to 15 minutes for preparation and 15 minutes for recording.
1. Option #1. This Special Tape may be an opportunity to practice applying long-term and short-term present. The participants could be asked to spontaneously compose 3 long-term present sentences beginning as such:

1) My spouse/boss often….

2) My parents/brother/sister rarely……

3) My colleague usually……

Then, they could be asked to spontaneously* compose 3 short-term present sentences beginning as such:

1) These days, I….

2) Presently,…..

3) This week,…..

2. Option #2. Compose 6 questions spontaneously and record them.

*Spontaneously, in this case, should mean as spontaneously as possible depending on the participants ability and stress level.

Important: The teacher should remember to join the option chosen with the recording in the corrector’s envelope.

	STEP 6
	Irregular Verbs/Aural Perception


Objective:


1. Encourage the participants to work with the irregular-verb CD.
2. Support the association of sounds with proper spelling of words.

Materials needed:


· large CD player
· CD: Irregular verbs

· student’s copy of the list of irregular verbs being studied this session

· the participant’s Aural Perception Record Book

Continued, Lesson 9, Step 6

Procedure:

1. The teacher will have the participants write the irregular verbs from the 2nd part of the list that was divided up into 3 segments. These verbs are to be played from the CD once, pausing between each verb to allow the participants time to write. They are not be replayed unless there is time to do so at the end of the series/segment.

2. The participants are to correct their work against the official list of verbs.
