	STEP 1
	Irregular Verbs, Parts A & B


Objectives:


1. Regular verbs end with ‘ed’ for Simple Past and for the Past Participle:


Examples: I worked hard yesterday.



               (Simple Past)



      I have worked hard today.

                         (auxiliary + Past Participle)

2. Irregular verbs vary in form. They don’t follow precise patterns.


They must be memorized.


Examples:
 Simple Past

Past Participles
                    
 I chose.

I have chosen.



  
 The sun rose.

It had risen. 

Materials needed:
· Irregular Verbs, Parts A & B
· CDs (one per participant)

Procedure:
1. The teacher will decide, according to the group’s antecedents, whether to work exclusively with Part A or with Part B, in view of the oral test at Lesson 12. The stronger groups (or stronger individuals) may be asked to study both parts.

	STEP 3
	Pronunciation of ‘the’


Objectives:
The corrector will insist that you pronounce ‘the’ or ‘thee.’ This is not a rule



as such; it is more a mechanism that ensures physical comfort. Let’s see 


how this works:

a) English requires controlling your air supply as you speak. Either you must allow air to circulate by exhaling: 

· when you pronounce ‘h’ for hole, heart, hat;

· when you pronounce ‘wh’ for whore, who, whole

                    or you must cut off air circulation 

· when you pronounce words that begin with a vowel*;

· when you pronounce words beginning with silent ‘h’: hour, honor, honest, heir, heiress.

b) The sound ‘the’ naturally/physically opens the throat and allows air to circulate freely. Thus, it becomes easier to pronounce ‘h’. 

      
Example: the hair

c) The sound ‘thii’ or ‘thee’ naturally physically contracts and closes the throat, so that air circulates with more difficulty. We use it when we don’t want air to come out of our mouth. 

      
Example: the air sounds like ‘thee’ air.
d) This explains why you may be out of breath when you are recording your reading. You are probably having trouble controlling your air supply. Anglos have learned to do so efficiently so as to avoid being out of breath when they speak. ‘The’ and ‘thii/thee’ is a simple mechanism they have developed to ensure this. Another ‘trick’ lies in relaxing your chest and shoulders. When your chest and shoulders are tight, you are naturally/physically cutting off your air supply; therefore, it becomes difficult to push air out of your mouth to pronounce ‘h’ sounds. So, RELAX!
* vowel is pronounced ‘vowl’, 1 syllable only.

	STEP 4
	Vocabulary: Difficult Words to Recognize and

Objective:


1. These words can make your life miserable when you speak, read or write. Let’s ‘fix them’ now.

2. Learn how to pronounce them, differentiate them, write them and define them.
Materials needed:

· Difficult Words to Recognize and Pronounce / Part A

· Pronunciation of words containing ‘gh’

· Dictation (with blanks)

· Regular dictionaries

Procedure:

1. Proceed with the larger group to go over the pronunciation of each word.

2. Use the board to visualize the differences.

3. Spell aloud to set these visual patterns in the mind.

4. Insist on word definition and on synonyms. Remember that an important goal is active vocabulary building.

5. Recapitulation: Pair up to fill in the blanks in the dictation.
