1. Les caractéristiques

2. Ce qu’il (elle) doit faire pour atteindre le niveau « intermédiaire III » :

· doit s’exposer régulièrement et méthodiquement à l’anglais.

· doit travailler à réduire considérablement le nombre d’erreurs d’application de grammaire et de syntaxe à l’oral et à l’écrit. Il s’agit d’éliminer toutes les erreurs d’application autres qu’avec les prépositions, les temps de verbes les plus complexes (Present Perfect, Past Perfect, etc.), les pronoms nommés ‘reflexive’ et les conjonctions (notions qui sont enseignées mais qui ne sont pas maîtrisées);

· doit augmenter considérablement le vocabulaire. Cette fois, (avant le niveau Intermédiaire III) il s’agit de développer un vocabulaire actif¹ précis.
· doit viser la précision dans sa prononciation afin d’éviter ou éliminer la fossilisation;
· doit préciser sa perception auditive des sons afin d’aider à l’élimination de la fossilisation² et afin de maximiser sa perception du détail d’une communication; doit hausser la conscience qu’il a du détail et des différences qui existent entre ‘penser en français’ et ‘penser en anglais’.
· doit être en mesure de maintenir et participer activement à une communication en anglais peu importe les circonstances et la durée de la communication.

Vocabulaire actif : vocabulaire utilisé pour s’exprimer versus le «vocabulaire passif» qui est l’ensemble des mots que l’on sait reconnaître et comprendre sans toutefois qu’il fasse partie du «vocabulaire actif».

You will be required to compose statements and questions during 30 minutes for a potential of 70 words.

· Verb Tense Chart Test at Lesson 11

The teacher will restrict the testing to Active Voice for any newcomers to the Intermediate II level. All others will be tested on both Active and Passive Voices. Mastery of the chart is not required for admission to the Intermediate III level; however, participants must demonstrate a good, general comprehension of each tense. Total integration in speech is an Intermediate III level affair; again, we should hear progress in applying verb tenses at the Intermediate II level.

· Modals

This session, modals will not be formally tested. However, the teacher will most certainly monitor individual ability to apply them correctly when speaking.
