	Speed Test Future Tenses: tense sheets


Objectives: 
Measure the speed of interpretation



Materials needed:


· Future Tense Sheets
· Speed Sheets x 3

· Supplementary Exercise: Interpretation Check
Procedure:


1. Proceed as usual. Start by warming up. Everyone being tested should benefit from a fast verb pitcher.
2. Anyone who has already demonstrated the ability of interpreting over 50 words per 05 minutes (in a sustained way) may work on the supplementary exercises or assist the teacher by ‘pitching’.

3. The Interpretation Check may be done alone or at home (ask for the answer key); however, discussion would maximize the benefits here.
4. All participants should do the Future Tense Sheets. Use the answer key to correct and hand in your copy. You may need to send it to your teacher by internal mail or otherwise.
	STEP 2
	Aural Perception : Special Delivery


Objective:
Appreciate your newly-acquired ability to interpret English in accordance with the ‘English Way of Thinking’.
Materials needed:

· TV/Video or DVD player

· Film: Special Delivery

· Film Script: Special Delivery

· Check-Off Verb List x 2

· DVD or Video: Special Delivery
Continued, Lesson 12, Step 2

Procedure: 


1. Set aside the script and view the film in its entirety once (unless everyone in the group has viewed this film before).
2. Then, proceed sentence by sentence to mark the verbs you ‘catch’ as you listen. On the line numbered 1, you may check off (() the same verb more than once, depending on your perception. Proceed the same way for all sentences one at a time.
3. Before beginning, become familiar with the Check-Off Verb List. Notice where everything is placed on the page and exactly what the list contains.

4. To validate your perception, the teacher may play back the sentences or refer to the script. A mix of both these procedures could be interesting. Validating after every 3 sentences encourages precision and concentration.
5. Keep this activity light and upbeat. Should time run out, it is not necessary to complete the exercise; it is meant to experience your newly-acquired ability to interpret more fluently.
	STEP 3
	Verb Check: Gerunds vs. Infinitive


Objective:
Clear up the usage of gerunds and infinitive. There are some grey areas.



More practice with these is available at the ‘Advanced’ level.
Materials needed: 
Verb Check: Gerunds vs. Infinitive (2 pages)
Procedure:

1. Begin by going over the usage of either. The teacher may wish to make a link with French. When looking for a ‘complément du verbe’, we learned to ask the question ‘qui/quoi’ after the verb. Similarly asking the question ‘what’ in English will identify the ‘object of the verb’ which is the gerund. Remember that a gerund is a word that looks like a verb, sounds like one but isn’t one because it has no auxiliary. A gerund plays the role of a noun: either subject of the verb or object of the verb. That’s why we say the gerund refers to the activity while the infinitive stresses the action.
2. Pair up to try your hand at it.

3. The teacher will go round the room guiding and coaching.

4. Come together to test your findings.
