	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives: 



1. Hand in ‘Add Value’ and your 2nd try at the Speed Sheet recording if need be.
2. Look out for anyone still omitting last consonants and mispronouncing ‘ed’ sounds.

Procedure:


1. Sign in your homework as usual.

Objectives:

	STEP 3
	Speed Drill


 Special Objective:
At this point you should be interpreting at least 50 words per 05 minutes, or close to it.
Materials needed: 

· Timers
· Speed Sheet x 3

Procedure:
Force yourself to push ahead: you need to stop thinking at this point. Concentrate on reacting instead of thinking. We are aiming at creating an automatism; therefore, you should not be analysing the verb anymore. Let your subconscious do the work; trust your interpretation. Simply say what comes to mind. Make an effort to RELAX.
	STEP 4
	Time-Line Presentation or Non-Progressive Verbs


Objective:
By now you should be more in control of long-term and short-term pictures when referring to ‘present’ situations. This means we can now look at EXCEPTIONS: non-progressive verbs. (Should you still be hesitant with long and short term, do the supplementary exercises.)
