Lesson 1, Step 2
Proper Verb Combinations and ‘no-nos’
	Proper Verb Combinations
	No-nos

	1- Present tenses can be used together in the same sentence; that is, it’s ok to combine long-term and short-term pictures.


	A. Don’t use past tenses with Present tenses, in the same sentence. It is confusing for the listener.

	2 - It’s logical to use Simple Present or Present Continuous combined with Present Perfect or Present Perfect Continuous.

Why? Because Present Perfect refers to a situation that impacts the present.
	B. Don’t combine Present Perfect with Simple Past, Past Continuous or Past Perfect.

Why? Because Simple Past, Past Continuous & Past Perfect are over; Present Perfect is ongoing. This combination sometimes creates discomfort or unease in the listener’s mind.

	3- Simple Present and Present Continuous can be combined with future tenses. The meaning projects us into the future (not the present).
	C. Don’t combine two or more ‘WILLs’ in the same sentence. This sounds very awkward in English. Instead, use one ‘WILL’ combined with a present tense, a modal or with a gerund.

	4 - Present Perfect tenses may be used with future tenses.
	D. Don’t use future tenses with past verb tenses (Simple Past, Past Continuous, Past Perfect)

	5 – Past tenses (Simple Past, Past Continuous, Past Perfect, and Past Perfect Continuous) can be combined in the same sentence. Each one brings to mind a particular facet of a situation that is completely over.
	E. Don’t combine past tenses with present or future tenses. This leaves an impression of ‘waltzing’ which is an unjustified shifting from one time setting to another.

(There are few exceptions here.)

	6 – Modals & gerunds may be combined with any verb tense. When a verb combination is creating a problem in your sentence, consider using a modal or a gerund instead.
	F. Don’t use ‘can’ with past or future tenses. ‘Can’ refers to the present.

Instead, use ‘could’.

G. Don’t conjugate verbs when using a modal:

· use a modal + infinitive for a 

            present or future feeling

· use a modal + have + participle 

            for a past feeling.

Introduction Guide

Dialogues

For the Student:

A. How they Work:

1.
Each lesson of conversational material consists of a basic dialogue, divided into four short, connected sections for easy memorization, and a set of structural and lexical variations directly usable in current English.

2.
Each dialogue centers around a real situation in which we are all likely to find ourselves at one time or another.

3.
The style of the dialogues depends on the situation but stays at a rather informal level throughout. Extremely informal (using taboo language or intimate slang, for example) and extremely formal styles have not been presented because we have judged them to be inappropriate for most.

4.
The variations are all usable substitutes in the original whole dialogues. They will ensure that you master a variety of ways of expressing a similar thought. These are useful conversational substitutes.

5.
During the drill exercises in class you will learn to better respect the rhythm of the language as well as proper intonations.

6.
Pronunciation is important. Learn to consistently pronounce last consonants of words and "ED" sounds while keeping up the pace set by the teacher. Learn to flow.

7. Each dialogue is subdivided into four loosely connected, natural dialogues, each consisting of two fairly short utterances for each speaker. Each dialogue should be rehearsed orally, separately, and as many times as necessary for complete memorization. The criterion for completeness is for the student to be able to perform either Part of the dialogue by heart, effortlessly and smoothly.

An Intonation Guide

1.
A simple kind of intonation guide has been added for all the conversational material: a circle marks syllables at the center of intonation contours, and a following arrow indicates the significant movements of pitch in respect to those centers.

                                        
For example, Where shall we eat tonight?        Would indicate that the pitch moves lower from the central point at eat to the end of the contour (where the arrow is placed). Visualizing it in a kind of musical notation, it represents something like this:

Where shall we eat tonight?

Notice that the pitch for where shall we in the sentence is not specified and where shall we might be on a lower, higher, or equal pitch with respect to eat. When the pitch of syllables before the center is indicated, more complex arrows are used: for example, when we say the word “Okay”, this is what it looks and sounds like.
