The Time Line

(according to ‘The English Way of Thinking’)
Some supportive flag words:

1) Past Perfect: Once upon a time; once; back then; ago; at that time; and all other flag words that refer to the past.

2) Simple Past: ago; and all other past flag words.

3) Past Continuous: at the same time; simultaneously; meanwhile; in the meantime; when; while; etc.

4) Present Perfect: since; still; yet; lately; consequently; etc.
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5) Simple Present: always, never, occasionally, sometimes, rarely, usually, habitually, regularly, etc.

6) Present Continuous: now, today, this week, this month, this year, these days, etc.

7) Future Intent:  all future flags

8) Simple Future: all future flags

9) Future Continuous: when, while, etc. same as Past Continuous; or/and all future flag words.

10) Future Perfect: before, after, by, by the time, earlier, later etc.

Proper Verb Combinations and ‘no-nos’

	Proper Verb Combinations
	No-nos

	1- Present tenses can be used together in the same sentence; that is, it’s ok to combine long-term and short-term pictures.


	A. Don’t use past tenses with Present tenses, in the same sentence. It is confusing for the listener.

	2 - It’s logical to use Simple Present or Present Continuous combined with Present Perfect or Present Perfect Continuous.

Why? Because Present Perfect refers to a situation that impacts the present.
	B. Don’t combine Present Perfect with Simple Past, Past Continuous or Past Perfect.

Why? Because Simple Past, Past Continuous & Past Perfect are over; Present Perfect is ongoing. This combination sometimes creates discomfort or unease in the listener’s mind.

	3- Simple Present and Present Continuous can be combined with future tenses. The meaning projects us into the future (not the present).
	C. Don’t combine two or more ‘WILLs’ in the same sentence. This sounds very awkward in English. Instead, use one ‘WILL’ combined with a present tense, a modal or with a gerund.

	4 - Present Perfect tenses may be used with future tenses.
	D. Don’t use future tenses with past verb tenses (Simple Past, Past Continuous, Past Perfect)

	5 – Past tenses (Simple Past, Past Continuous, Past Perfect, and Past Perfect Continuous) can be combined in the same sentence. Each one brings to mind a particular facet of a situation that is completely over.
	E. Don’t combine past tenses with present or future tenses. This leaves an impression of ‘waltzing’ which is an unjustified shifting from one time setting to another.

(There are few exceptions here.)

	6 – Modals & gerunds may be combined with any verb tense. When a verb combination is creating a problem in your sentence, consider using a modal or a gerund instead.
	F. Don’t use ‘can’ with past or future tenses. ‘Can’ refers to the present. Instead use ‘could’.

G. Don’t conjugate verbs when using a modal:

· use a modal + infinitive for a 

            present or future feeling

· use a modal + have + participle 

            for a past feeling.                                                            

           (Don’t conjugate ‘have’)

Look out for:

· had to + infinitive (for a past 

            situation)

· have to + infinitive (for a present

            situation)

· Will have to + infinitive (for a

Non-Progressive Verbs
Definition: Non-progressive verbs are verbs that are not usually seen or heard with ‘ing’, in current English. The reason is that these verbs mostly project a wide picture in time; that is, something that was true in the past, is still true now and, will likely continue to be true in the future. However, occasionally this is not clearly the picture/image implied; yet, no ‘ing’ is used. This is why they are considered exceptional in their usage and are called: non-progressive.

Also, note that non-progressive verbs are often used combined with past tenses without producing a ‘waltzing’ effect. (These are the few exceptions being referred to at 5E of Proper Verb Combinations and no-nos.)
Example:

· I think he didn’t like it.

· I remember he didn’t like it.

Note: You might say that this usage of Simple Present is a grey area. Don’t fight it – just notice which verbs this applies to and follow the flow. Occasionally, ‘ing’ is used with these non-progressive verbs to draw special attention to an unusual situation. See if you can find some examples of these unusual situations. One example is: I’m loving him. (We hear this in songs.) Notice how this draws attention to an unusual situation, one that is short-term, instead of the usual long-term feeling associated to ‘love’.

SIMPLE PRESENT VS. PRESENT PROGRESSIVE: A REMINDER

The Simple Present is used for a *habitual action, a fact or a *universal truth. The third person singular always ends in es or s, e.g. She files documents on a regular basis.

When you forget to pronounce it, you sound like a “Beginner”. It is no more acceptable than to say ‘j’ai marche’ in French.

The Present Progressive (is used to indicate a short term action or an action that is taking place now). It is formed by using the auxiliary to be + the Present Participle of the main verb (-ing), e.g. I’m drawing up plans for a new building.

When you forget to pronounce the ‘m’, you sound like a ‘Beginner’. It is no more acceptable than to say ‘je répondu’ in French.

*Rapidly explain why it is necessary to use the article ‘a’, and not the article ‘an’. Remember that it is the vowel sound, and not the vowel itself, that calls for ‘an’. An exercise has been provided in your materials. Try it. Ask for the answer key. It is the sound of the vowel (and not the vowel itself) that causes us to use ‘an’ instead of ‘a’. The ‘h’ in habitual is a consonant sound and must be pronounced in English; therefore, we must use ‘a’.
1. Go over the list of common non-progressive verbs and get the feel for why they are listed as such.

2. Action vs. stative verbs.
In English, verbs can express actions or states. Action verbs can be used with the progressive form (ing) but stative verbs are not usually progressive. Also, some verbs, such as to smell, can refer to either an action or a state. 

For example: The gardener is smelling her flowers. (action)


          The roses smell lovely. (state)

How to use ‘a’ and ‘an’
Caution: It is likely that you think you know the rule; however, it is also likely that you will need to adjust your perception.

The rule:

· A is used before a consonant SOUND.

· An is used before a vowel SOUND.

It is important to remember that it is the pronunciation of a word that determines the choice of  a or an and not the spelling.

Not only are some vowels pronounced like consonants and consequently require a rather than an, but there is also a small group of words beginning with h in which the h is not pronounced, and they too are preceded by an. All other h words require that the consonant h be pronounced and they are preceded by a.
Silent h words:

· honest and its derivative honesty

· honor and its derivatives honourable, honorarium, honorific

· hour and its derivative hourly

· heir and heiress (the h for heritage is pronounced)

Present Perfect/Present Perfect       Continuous (ongoing situation or one that occurred in the past and still has impact now; this includes past and present but not future)





Simple Future a fact or near-fact/decision regarding the future





Future Perfect/Future Perfect Continuous (prediction of future situations in sequence)
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
