	Guide to Non-Sexist Language


Objective:
To teach some very basic cultural differences regarding the perception of 



sexism in English cultures.


Materials needed:
Guide to Non-Sexist Writing (5 pages)
Procedure:
1. Note some very basic cultural differences regarding the perception of sexism between the English and French languages.
a) In French, we insist on applying feminine terminology to describe roles. In English, the person playing the role (man or woman) is downplayed. The emphasis is on the role, task or function and not on the person.

b) In business, users of English are especially careful not to single out or signal marital status. This is considered sexist. On the other hand, socially speaking, English cultures tend to favor that women adopt the man’s family name after marriage. To Quebeckers, this could be considered sexist.
2. Go over the document with the larger group. (20 minutes)
3. Note that this document was not edited, except for blotting out the company name that asked us to “Please teach this”. It was handed to us by an international company (that uses English as a business language throughout its numerous offices in the world) because it was experiencing difficulties with French-Canadian employees who were not aware of the resentment created by their use of sexist terminology in reports and official company documents.
4. Pair up to edit and correct the sentences (from Materials) together. (10 minutes)
