	STEP 1
	Taking Care of Homework


Objectives:



1. Hand in your homework.
2. Vocabulary: Tsunami
3. Coaching for anyone still omitting last consonants or still mispronouncing ‘ed’ sounds.
Materials needed:


· Corrector’s Control Sheet

· Vocabulary: Tsunami / The Ice Storm
· Text: Tsunami / The Ice Storm
Procedure:
1. Sign in Reading #8 as usual.
2. Look over the corrections for Reading #7 and for Special Tape #3. Anyone still experiencing difficulty with the pronunciation of last consonants and/or ‘ed’ sounds should schedule coaching. To be considered ‘Advanced’, one must have overcome these problems. Anglophones learning to speak French have a similar problem to overcome: anyone dropping the é sound cannot be considered ‘Advanced’.

Ex.  J’ai marche versus j’ai marché
3. REMINDER: Do listen to your corrector’s comments on tape. It’s not enough to just read the comments on the control sheets. For your readings on tape, you should be practicing the proper pronunciation of the words you mispronounced. For your Special Tapes, you should be listening to your entire recording as you follow the corrector’s comments. Thus, you will get a much better feel for what needs to be adjusted in your speech.

4. Read the homework box aloud in class.
